- Reject Him outright – disbelieve and deny who He said He was and what He did… 

call Him a liar 
 

- Attack Him – spend your life undermining… and tearing apart what He said and what 
He did… looking for fatal flaws – and reading books that add ammunition to your 
argument… call Him a lunatic 
 

- Ignore Him – just spend your life focused on the here and now – caught up in the 
immediate and ignoring the eternal…  
 

- Embrace Him –  
 
John 1:12  “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become 
children of God, even to those who believe in His name.” 
 
Matthew 12:20  “A bruised reed He will not break, and smoking flax He will not 
quench…” 
 
Matthew 11:28-30  “Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy laden, and I will give 
you rest.  Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in 
heart, and you will find rest for your souls.  For My yoke is easy and My burden is 
light.”
